You will learn to use fiber reactive dyes with 
easy to remove wax as a resist on cotton, rayon, or silk.  

Rayna will also teach Sophisticated Screenprinting July 9 & 10 which will use silkscreens, thickened dyes, 
paper resists and thermofax screens to add/or remove texture and images. 

The cost of each of Raynaôs classes is $150 and applies to any level of skill.
