Singular Sensations (PIQF) pieces due i Aug. 21

Our Singular Sensations quilts for entry in the Pacific International Quilt Festival are due to be turned
in at the August meeting. This show takes place Oct. 149 17, 2010 in Santa Clara, CA. We expect
an array of wonderful and unique art quilts for this exhibit. AQUA members are consistently rising to
the challenge, and this should be no exception. It offers different design opportunities and the
chance to freely experiment with various surface design techniques since it requires whole cloth con-
struction, so we cannot wait to see some of the creative things that will be turned in.

Information, entry forms, and requirements for these pieces are on the website, but a couple of
things will be different from the usual procedure. First, no slat will be required as we will be using a
single rod system for the photography. Also, please provide any information that is pertinent to the
judging of your piece by attaching it on the back of your quilt or printing it on a label -like cloth on
the back. DO NOT sign your name to this because the idea is for the juror to read any information
you want them to know about your creative process while remaining anonymous.

With the point of anonymity in mind, we will ask you to bring your quilt into the north entry of the
meeting room where we will have turn -in tables ready to accept and check in the pieces. Also try to
have them in a bag or pillowcase. The reason for this is we have invited the juror, Melody Randol to
attend the AQUA meeting, so while shebés in the mee
excited to show everyone your quilt before she has had a chance to judge them, anonymously! If
you have any questions about any of this just give Angela Kenley or Kathy Pfeufer a call or email. All
this secret intrique should be fun!

So in summary bring quilt, (with any desired artistic info. attached), entry form (ALL
SPACES FILLED OUT), check, no slat.

Each quilt will be assigned a number and as usual, after the meeting the members will have a chance
to view the quilts and make their selection for Me

Use double sided carpet tape to assemble your piece.  Weight your piece down for a few
hours to make sure 1 tds sticking.

Entry form required for each piece.

If you want your piece(s) photographed, please make arrangements to do so prior to the
turn -in day.
