KATHY PFEUFER’'S DEMO

Small pieces of fabric, sticky stuff and ruffles were the
three demonstrations put on by the creative Kathy
Pfeufer at the Nov. meeting and she had delightful ex-
amples of how she used each one. The first subject
was watercolor backgrounds. She gave several tips on
how to construct them and some ways to overcome
thick seams. Her quilts displayed different, creative
ways to use watercolor backgrounds. Moving on,
Kathy discussed fabric adhesives. As we could see
from her three dimensional projects, when fusibles
won’t work Kathy used structural or industrial grade
glues and adhesives. The caution using these products
is their strong or toxic smell and volatile warnings. The
last demonstration showed various ways to use gather-
ing and ruffles to enhance or provide volume to a quilt.
The fingerprint quilt seemed to have it all.

Great ideas, Kathy—and thanks also for the helpful
hand-outs explaining applications and details of these
techniques.

Take a look at some of her results using these tech-
niques which she playfully terms Chaos and Surprise!
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strating how she uses products such
as Tyvek and glue as stiffeners.
