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SEW ‘n TELL

Emily Buchanan introduced our guest speaker Brian Davis. Many of us know Brian as the
guy who does magic on our sluggish sewing machines. He gave us practical information and
lots of tips for maintaining our own machines, before we have to resort to serious repair. He
gave us hand outs on characteristics and types of needles to use, the proper weights of
thread for particular projects, and even a chart to record our own applications and mainte-
nance data.

Brian started out his presentation by having us all
stand up and stretch a bit, just to loosen us up. We
are not real sure what Gjeneve was planning to do
with her cane, but we notice there is an exit sign
clearly marked and just behind Brian’s head, if he
finds that to be a necessary option.

Brian outlined basic common sense ways to keep
our sewing machines in good condition, such as
how and where to clean and oil, and how to protect
it from the elements, such as humidity, dryness, '
and temperature extremes. He also emphasized
the importance of never letting a husband or guy
friend get near your machine, should he get in one
of those “I can 7ix it” moods!
